The memory of the bombardments suffered and the still present damage sustained by the buildings and areas were used
as a point of departure for development of the project idea. Destroyed parts of the former Ministry of Foreign Affairs
remain highlighted by a change in glass colour, which, along with the introduction of plants inside of the buildings,
suggests an aim to symbolize a new life. The impression of the gate and a symbolic “invitation” to the city is created by a
new construction symmetrical to the Ministry of Internal Affairs, situated on the opposite side of Kneza Milosa street,
which will become an art museum. Correspoding the shrinkage of the two building, the project predicts an erection of two
new 100 metres high towers, (designated to be an office building and a hotel) in order to complete the impression of a
new “city gate”.
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
